The IUD (intra-uterine device) is a very effective method of birth control that can last up to 10 years. It is easy to insert, and can be removed at any time. We offer both Mirena and Paraguard IUDs.

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Gardasil


Gardasil is a vaccine that protects against cervical cancer and genital warts caused by the four highest risk types of HPV (Human papillomavirus). Gardasil also protects women who already have HPV from becoming infected with other types. Gardasil is currently indicated for women ages 9-26.

Colposcopy


If you have had an abnormal Pap test result, your health care provider may have recommended colposcopy. Colposcopy is a procedure used to detect abnormal cells and tissues of the cervix. We offer this service at the lowest possible fee.
